Gardens are a short distance of approximately 2 blocks from the BART/MUNI Powell and Montgomery Street stations. 
Convenient MUNI bus lines include the 14 Mission, 15 Third, 30 Stockton, 45 Union and all Market Street routes. The 
CalTrain Station at Fourth and Townsend is served directly by MUNI's 30 Stockton, with stops on Third Street at 
Howard and at Mission. Yerba Buena Gardens is also convenient to Golden Gate Transit, SamTrans and AC Transit 
downtown bus routes.
